The Coup de cœur de Carole Trophy, awarded to the team having most improved technique, was awarded to team Les Invincibles.  And finally, the Fondation C.A.R.M.E.N. wishes to recognize the community involvement of two individuals by awarding them with the « A Few Drops of Water » prize.  The prize was awarded to Jean-Francois Ramsay and Lynda Kennedy in recognition of the continued support of the Festival during its 5-year existence.
